BRIDGES is a classroom-based charter school that is submitting a funding determination form for 2022-23
only because the school came close to having more than 20% of its ADA come from non-classroom-based
students. Non-classroom-based ADA came in under 20% in 2021-22, but the school wants to protect its
funding in case something unexpected happens with its enrollment in 2022-23. With that being said, the
school's classroom enroliment is projected to recover in 2022-23 and continue growing going forward.
BRIDGES does not expect its home school enrollment/ADA to be above 20% but still wants to protect itself
just in case.
